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BCRAGD currently has 24 Rainspotters (3 of which are the State Natural Areas), 11 electronic gauges (with a
new one onboarding soon), and up to 23 CoCoRaHS reporters. The map encompasses Rainspotters and
electronic rain gauges, but it does not include CoCoRaHS reporters since those exact locations are unavailable.
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
